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This hatf-term our topic is ‘A Pirate’s Life for Me!'’ and
where possible our work in class will follow this theme.

Science - we will be exploring
different areas of science during
this topic.

Art and Design - we
will be designing
pirate flags, hats and
telescopes, as well as
making our very own
treasure islands.
