We will also be looking at addition and subtraction, looking at different methods for calculation.





R.E: This half term we will be looking at Buddhism. We will also be exploring what makes us happy.
French: The children will be learning to talk about 
Animals. 
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Topic (History): We will be learning all about the Anglo-Saxons this half term linking it to our English and D&T work too. We will cover: when they arrived in Britain, their settlements and the conversion to Christianity. We will also be looking at the significance of Sutton Hoo.
D&T: We will be designing and constructing our own Anglo-Saxon structure.
Computing: Computing—we will be writing a wiki about our topic using Purple Mash.
