In September, we advised that Government policy on attendance changed on August 
19th and is much stricter than previous. 
New Government guidance expects schools to take a firm stance on term time 
absence, including term-time holiday. One full school day is classed as two sessions. If 
a child is absent for a block of 10 sessions or more, or 10 sessions or more missed over a 
10-week period, schools now have to report this to their Access and Inclusion Officer.  
As required by the DFE, we will be sending letters to families whose children’s 
attendance is less than 90%, as this is termed as persistent absence.
